 Two Expert 1 heats. Second heat starts 6 minutes after 
the first. Regardless of the heat, it’s all the same race. Expert 2 
will  begin shortly after the second Expert 1 heat. 
 Race time is typically 1:20 to 1:50 hours 
 
¶ Expert 1 Race 
 One paddler will run to the river where partner and 
canoe are waiting, then paddle to Deerheart Valley Road end, 
turn  clockwise around the buoy  & paddle back to town. 
 
¶ Expert 2 Race 
 One paddler will run to the river where partner and 
canoe are waiting, then paddle to just below Steckert Bridge, 
turn  
 clockwise around the buoy & paddle back to town. 
 
¶ Lunch served around 3 p.m. with awards to follow 
 
¶ C1 Sunday 
 Registration begins at Wallace Park at 8:30 a.m. 
with  the race starting at 10 a.m. 
 Registration fee is $15 
 Your starting position is determined by the order in 
 which you register 
 Paddlers start 15 seconds apart and, therefore, 
must be  lined up correctly before the race begins 
 Race to just below Steckert Bridge, make a closck-
wise  turn, then paddle back to town 
 Awards to follow conclusion of race
